Performance Assessment ~ Presentational Speaking ~ Un Video
Vas a grabar, editar, y presentar un video para la clase de espafiol. En el siguiente proyecto
puedes trabajar individualmente o en parejas. Crearas una presentacion de video de 3-4
minutos si trabajas solo, y de 6-8 minutos si trabajas en parejas.
El video debe incluir:
e Una Introduccién - In the first few seconds you greet your audience and tell
them what your video will be about in order to provide a context for listening.
« tu hablando del tema con ejemplos especificos, vocabulario y verbos
sofisticados, y una variedad de tiempos.
« Visuals that represent/show what you are talking about (photos, ingredients,
maps, etc.)

The last 60-90 second segment of your video should include all of the
following. Each student must do them. So if you work in pairs you will double
the numbers below having each student complete their requirement.
e 2 clausulas con si (por persona);
e 1 saludo (por persona) (a shout out) @ José Andreés (this is a couple of sentences spoken
to the camera directed towards José Andrés in which you thank him for something specific, or say

something about his work that you admire, or a connection that you might have to him, his work, his
ideas, or his experiences).

e 1 pregunta (por persona) basada en tu presentacion que la clase de espafol tiene
que contestar en papel.(You need to make sure the class has enough time to
understand your question and to respond to it in writing.)

iDurante el video debes hablar sin (without) LEER. The spoken parts of your
video are to be done by you the student looking into the camera. If it appears
that you are directly reading from something or that you do voice over your grade
will be lowered! See the check-list that follows and complete it before turning in video.

To
make your video unique consider including short video clips, photos, visuals, music,
movement, varying your location and/or scenery, emotion in your voice, etc. Make sure you
have adequate light so that we can see your face and that you are not too far from the camera
so that we know you are not reading. jOn the day of your presentation, you are welcome
to bring in food samples for the audience if it is what your presentation is about!
